Participation Requirements of the Lions Scholar Program 
 
 
Students must meet the following requirements to be considered for the Lions Scholar Program:  

• Maintain a grade point average of 3.50 or better  

• New to PCA: Score in the 90th percentile in both Total Reading and Total Mathematics on admissions test.  

• Current 5th through 8th grade: Score in the 90th percentile in at least two of the three Stanford test categories of 
language arts, reading, and mathematics  

• Current 9th through 12th grade must achieve the following score on their “selection index” on their PSAT taken in 
the fall at PCA:  

o 9th: 135  

o 10th: 150  

o 11th: 165  

• Participate in the Student Leadership Institute (requires acceptance) (9th through 12th only)  

• Participate in the Distinguished Achievement Program (9th through 12th only)
