Buckets of Hope will be available for pick-up in the Lower School and Upper School atriums beginning on 
Monday March 1, and will continue to be available until Thursday, March 4 (subject to availability). 

Instructions for �lling each Bucket of Hope is included inside each bucket.  Please do not include toys, tracts, or any 
alteration to the shopping list as it may hamper our ability to get the shipment through customs to the people of 
Haiti. Please do not cover your bucket (ignore this step within the instructions).

ALL PCA parents may drop o� completed Buckets of Hope Friday, March 5 from 7:30-8:15 a.m. at the Upper School 
through the carpool lines.  PCA students will be available during those times to assist in taking the �lled buckets. 

Filled buckets may also be left within the grassy median areas around the PBC campus during church 
services on Saturday and Sunday, March 6-7. 

Filled Buckets of Hope will be shipped to the people of Haiti following the weekend of March 15.
